Detector Base Mounting
PAD100-IB, PAD100-RB and PAD100-SB should be mounted directly on the 
electrical box.  The PAD100-IB, PAD100-RB and PAD100-SB mounting holes are 
con�gured for a single gang, 4” octagon or 4” square box.  Use a box for each base 
and run the power circuit to all base locations.
