14. Manual Fire and Fault Tests
After installation or cleaning, it is recommended that a manual Fire and Fault test is
performed:

Fire Test: Cover the Reflector slowly so that it takes longer than 5 seconds to cover. The
System Controller will signal Fire to the Fire Control Panel after the delay to fire has expired
(10s default)

Fault Test: Cover the Reflector completely wi

20. Troubleshooting
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1. Multiple Zone Wiring

When using more than one System Controller on a single zone of a conventional Fire Control
Panel (FCP), it is important to choose the correct method of wiring. Incorrect wiring may result

in a Controller isolating subsequent devices on that zone if it enters a Fault condition, and may
prevent these subsequent devices signalling a Fire






2. Event Logger

The System Controller contains a logging function which will store information for the most
recent 50 events on each Detector.
